Course Description: 

Students will develop skills in critical reading and writing, including analysis of fiction and non-fiction.  They will read to evaluate literature via text-to-text, text-to-task, and text-to-life and synthesize writing pieces of lower and higher stakes to fulfill provided criteria per task. The course will further prepare those students who have qualified to be enrolled in JCC ENG1510 course in the spring semester. 
Course Outcomes for Students:

1. Comprehend and analyze fiction and non-fiction, collectively and individually
2. Apply writing skills (i.e. structure, grammar) to one’s own written works
3. Synthesize papers fulfilling established criteria

4. Evaluate literature via text to text, text to task, and text to life

5. Consideration and analysis of varied genres and/or mediums

6. Work cooperatively and individually to accomplish expected tasks
