Course Description:   

Students will learn to write precise, clear, substantial, and logical essays. They will develop critical thinking and writing skills required in higher education, employment, and life. Students will also learn to conduct research and write a research paper.
Course Student Learning Outcomes:

After successfully completing this course, students will be able to: 

1. Write an argumentative analytical paper based on his/her own research. The paper must be at least 2000 words long, use MLA documentation style, and have at least six cited sources. 

2. SUNY GEN ED Basic Communication a: Produce coherent texts within common college-level written forms. ent consists of the final exam. 
3. SUNY GEN ED Basic Communication b: Demonstrate the ability to revise and improve such texts. The assessment consists of responding analytically to assigned readings and make interpretive arguments that include contrasting viewpoints via a minimum of three papers each approximately 750 words in length. 

4. SUNY GEN ED Basic Communication c: Research a topic, develop an argument, and organize supporting details. The assessment consists of the final exam. 

5. SUNY GEN ED Basic Communication d: Develop proficiency in oral discourse. The assessment consists of an in-class speech. 

6. SUNY GEN ED Basic Communication e: Respond analytically to an assigned speech/oral 

presentation and evaluate it according to established criteria. The assessment consists of a paper about 750 words in length.
